Early childhood musical center- Akko

The "Teddy bears picnic" by the American composer Bratton which is the basic platform for this fogram, integrates the natural growling sounds of the bears together with wonderful orchestra playing.

This melody is very popular among the children around the world and it gives us the opportunity to know the different timbre of the musical instruments like the string family, the wind family and the percussion.

In part of the music you hear that the flute leading the orchestra, in other parts, the trumpet is leading or the strings.

Musically we will focus on the following things:

a. The sounds of the growling bears.

b. Noticing the different part of the melody and the changing musical instrument timbre.
c. Learning the term "A leading instrument" and emphasizing the string family 

The children will study the string instruments and what influence their sounds.

 d. making musical instruments out of natural materials

The rhythmical notes which I used in the score are:

Ta Titi, Hus and Taa

The kindergarten children will experience improvising by a story which will be connected to the bears. 
.The programmatic topic of this lesson is the forest and the big  animals which lives it.

This melody gives us the opportunity to talk about the habitat of those animals and how we can help in keeping their environment.

You can add any song that you know about teddy bears and   teach the original words
