Activities with "Stranger on the shore" by Acker Bilck"

We can use this lesson to let the children of the partnership see Akko's shore which is considered to be one of the most beautiful beaches in Israel

Show the children pictures from Akko's shore which you can find in the pictures section

If you have a lake or a pond at your place, show pictures of its shore and compare it to Akko's shore.

The musical topics of the lesson are: the beat, the musical refrain and the musical timbre.

Before listening to the music bring to your class different shells and show pictures which are relevant to the sea shore.
Suggested activities with the children

1. First listening: Sing the words of the refrain while walking and ask the children to imitate you.
Nearby … the sea…
There is .  a lot . to see…
The golden sand is soft …
And I enjoy a lot…

 When you hear the other parts of the melody, use body percussion and ask the children to imitate you too.
2. The name of the music is "Stranger on the shore": explain the words, talk about the stranger, who can it be?. What can the stranger do on the shore? Is he /she walking? How can we walk on the shore etc?
Ask the children to show in movements, without music what the stranger can do on the shore.
3. Second listening: The children are allowed to show, by quite movements, what the stranger is doing on the shore so long as you sing the refrain song(sing it only when you hear the clarinet playing the refrain). When you stop singing, the children will have to stop moving. When you hear the violin, walk between the children and "Take photos" of the children.
4. Talk: what instruments took part in the music? The Clarinet, the strings, we also heard the drums in the background, helping with the rhythm. Please show pictures and explain.
Sometimes we heard the Clarinet leading the orchestra and sometimes the violin and the strings instruments.
6. Third listening: Let our body percussion orchestra join the music- allow the children to play only when you sing the refrain. When you do not sing, they have to be quite. You can ask them to move quietly when you hear the violin.
7. Introduce pictures of shells or real shells and put them on the floor.

Ask the children for suggestions: How can we walk between the shells, how can we be like shells with our body etc?
8. Forth listening: When you will sing the refrain, the children will walk between the shells. When you stop singing, the children will stand near one of the shells and will try to imitate its shape. When you hear the violin, walk between the children.
9. Ask the children if they heard a repeating part in the music? We call this repeating part a refrain. The Clarinet played it and even the violin tried to imitate it.
10. Fifth listening: Divide your class to 3 groups: one will move when the Clarinet plays the refrain, one when the Clarinet plays the other parts of the music and the third group will move with the violin.
11. Talk- which group participated the most s? - The refrain group.
 Which group participated the less? The violin group
What happened to the third group?

12. Sixth listening- use cards with the musical instruments picture which you can find in the visual file.

Invite three children: 

One will get the 4 Clarinet pictures and will put each one of them when the refrain will be heard. The next will get the 3 pictures of the other Clarinet parts and the third child will get the Violin. . Put the music on and ask the children to put the cards by the order of the music  
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13. Sixth listening- Beach Party: what can we do in a beach party?-Dance, eat, play with the sand etc.
Divide into 3 groups and make a "shore party".
 One group will act in the Clarinet refrain, one in the Violin part and the third  group will play in the other parts of the Clarinet.
